1- Lazarus Saturday: The day after the forty days of Great Lent is Laza-

rus Saturday. On this day we meditate on the raising of Lazarus from the
ead as a oreshadowing of Christ's Resurrection and a refiguring of
the General Resurrection. Lazarus Saturday and Palm Sundgy are days of

joy and triumph intergosed between Great Lent and Holy Week. Because of
these two events, the Jews

ecided to kill Jesus .

On the evening of Palm Sunday, the Maronite Church celebrates THE

The faithful who participated in the journey of Lent in the ship of the
Church arrive safely to th)e harbour wlliich is the Week of the Passion, the
Redemption and the Resurrection under the guidance of The Cross. In
this rite, all members of the congrepation carry a lit candle, which is a
symbol of the lamps of the wise ric%esmaids. ese lamps are full of the
oil of good works obtained by the faithful during Lent. At the end of this
rite the celebrant knocks on ‘the door of the church three times with the
cross, then enters with the congregation as hymns are chanted. Once the
priest reaches the altar, he takes off his white ‘garment and clothes himself
with a purple garment, At that moment, the %ross is placed on the altar
and the venerafion of the Cross is celebrated to mark the beginning of the
week of the passion of Christ.
